SEC. 2. DEFINITIONS. 1

In this Act: 2

(1) APPROPRIATE CONGRESSIONAL COMMIT-3

TEES.—The term ‘‘appropriate congressional com-4

mittees’’ means the Committee on Foreign Relations 5

of the Senate and the Committee on Foreign Affairs 6

of the House of Representatives. 7

(2) DEFENSE ARTICLE; DEFENSE SERVICE.— 8

The terms ‘‘defense article’’ and ‘‘defense service’’ 9

have the meanings given those terms in section 47 10

of the Arms Export Control Act (22 U.S.C. 2794). 11

SEC. 3. SENSE OF CONGRESS. 12

It is the sense of Congress that— 13

(1) it is in the national security interests of the 14

United States— 15

(A) to continue and deepen the security 16

partnership between the United States and 17

Ukraine; and 18
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(B) to support Ukraine’s sovereignty and 1

territorial integrity; 2

(2) aggression and malign influence by the Gov-3

ernment of the Russian Federation and its proxies 4

in Ukraine are a threat to the democratic sov-5

ereignty of Ukraine and the lives and livelihoods of 6

its people; 7

(3) the increase in Russian Federation troops, 8

armor, artillery, and associated military equipment 9

on Ukraine’s border that began in October 2021— 10

(A) threatens the safety, security, financial 11

stability, and sovereignty of Ukraine; 12

(B) is destabilizing to the security of the 13

entire European continent; and 14

(C) may presage an invasion of Ukraine by 15

the Russian Federation, an event that would be 16

Russia’s second invasion of Ukraine since 2014; 17

(4) the United States, in coordination with the 18

European Union, the North Atlantic Treaty Organi-19

zation (NATO), and members of the international 20

community, should— 21

(A) support the territorial integrity of 22

Ukraine; and 23

(B) take action to oppose any effort by the 24

Government of the Russian Federation to fur-25
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ther encroach on Ukraine’s territory and inde-1

pendence; 2

(5) any concession made by the United States 3

and NATO to the demands of the Government of 4

the Russian Federation regarding NATO member-5

ship or expansion is antithetical to the North Atlan-6

tic Treaty and the commitments at the core of the 7

liberal democratic order; 8

(6) economic and financial sanctions, when used 9

as part of a coordinated and comprehensive strategy, 10

are a powerful tool to advance United States foreign 11

policy and national security interests; and 12

(7) the United States, in coordination with al-13

lies and partners of the United States, should im-14

pose substantial new sanctions in response to each 15

act of aggression by the Government of the Russian 16

Federation or its proxies, and to their full extent in 17

the event of escalatory military operations or other 18

destabilizing aggression against Ukraine. 19

SEC. 4. STATEMENT OF POLICY ON EUROPEAN SECURITY. 20

It is the policy of the United States— 21

(1) to support the territorial integrity of 22

Ukraine and other countries against aggression by 23

the Government of the Russian Federation or its 24

proxies; 25
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(2) to ensure the swift and ongoing provision to 1

Ukraine of lethal and nonlethal security assistance , 2

including surface-to-air missiles, air defense systems, 3

anti-ship missiles, and anti-tank capabilities, on an 4

expedited basis through the Foreign Military Fi-5

nancing program, loan programs, excess defense ar-6

ticles, and the lending or leasing of military equip-7

ment; 8

(3) to build the resilience of Ukraine’s military 9

defenses and bolster Ukraine’s ability to defend 10

against aggression by the Government of the Rus-11

sian Federation by increasing International Military 12

Education Training, improving interoperability with 13

NATO forces, and engaging in critical areas, includ-14

ing air, sea, and cyber defense; 15

(4) to declassify or downgrade United States in-16

telligence on Russian malign activities in Ukraine, 17

Belarus, and the Baltic and Black Sea nations, ki-18

netic or non-kinetic, to the maximum extent possible, 19

and to enable and encourage dissemination of this 20

information to United States allies and partners and 21

to the American public; 22

(5) to support efforts to improve Ukraine’s cy-23

bersecurity capacity and strengthen its ability to de-24

tect, investigate, disrupt, and deter cyberattacks by 25
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strengthening cybersecurity policy, enhancing tech-1

nical infrastructure, supporting cybersecurity edu-2

cation and training, and helping Ukraine engage 3

with international cybersecurity frameworks and or-4

ganizations; 5

(6) to counter Russian propaganda and 6

disinformation about Ukraine and support unre-7

stricted, independent news and reporting for audi-8

ences on the periphery of the Russian Federation, 9

including by increasing support for Radio Free Eu-10

rope/Radio Liberty; 11

(7) to further enhance security cooperation and 12

engagement with regional partners, including those 13

in the Black Sea region and the Baltic states, to 14

strengthen Ukrainian and regional security; 15

(8) to work closely with NATO allies, particu-16

larly allies that share a border with the Russian 17

Federation, on any matters related to European se-18

curity; 19

(9) to reduce the dependence of allies and part-20

ners of the United States on energy resources that 21

originate in the Russian Federation in order for 22

such countries to achieve lasting and dependable en-23

ergy security, including by increasing access to di-24

verse, reliable, and affordable energy; 25
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(10) to condemn the Government of the Rus-1

sian Federation for, and to deter such government 2

from, using its energy resources as a geopolitical 3

weapon to coerce, intimidate, and influence other 4

countries; 5

(11) to formulate a rapid and comprehensive 6

response to any humanitarian crisis inflicted upon 7

the people of Ukraine as a result of Russian aggres-8

sion, including mechanisms for emergency response, 9

observation and monitoring of abuses, and justice 10

and accountability, including through the Organiza-11

tion for Security and Co-operation in Europe; and 12

(12) to remain committed to a strong and uni-13

fied NATO and to not cede to the demands of the 14

Government of the Russian Federation regarding 15

NATO force posture and membership. 16

SEC. 5. STATEMENT OF POLICY ON UNITED STATES IM-17

PORT POLICY. 18

It is the policy of the United States— 19

(1) to support United States domestic fisheries 20

and seafood producers by addressing the unre-21

stricted importation of seafood products to the 22

United States from the Russian Federation, while 23

an embargo currently prohibits the importation of 24
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food and agricultural products from the United 1

States and its allies to the Russian Federation; and 2

(2) to utilize existing authorities to prohibit the 3

importation into the United States from the Russian 4

Federation of any article classifiable under chapter 5

3 of the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United 6

States until the Government of the Russian Federa-7

tion has terminated its prohibition on the importa-8

tion of seafood products from the United States. 9

SEC. 101. PRIORITIZING DELIVERY OF EXCESS DEFENSE 14

ARTICLES TO UKRAINE. 15

(a) IN GENERAL.—During fiscal years 2022 through 16

2023, the delivery of excess defense articles to Ukraine 17

should be given the same priority as that given other coun-18

tries and regions under section 516(c)(2) of the Foreign 19

Assistance Act of 1961 (22 U.S.C. 2321j(c)(2)). 20

(b) NOTIFICATION.—Notwithstanding section 516(f) 21

of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 (22 U.S.C. 22

2321j(f)), during fiscal years 2022 through 2023, the de-23

livery of excess defense articles to Ukraine shall be subject 24

to a 15-day notification requirement, unless, in the event 25
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of a notification under section 516(f)(1), the President 1

certifies to the appropriate congressional committees that 2

an emergency exists that necessitates the immediate trans-3

fer of the article. If the President states in his notice that 4

an emergency exists which requires the proposed transfer 5

in the national security interest of the United States, thus 6

waiving the congressional review requirements of this sub-7

section, the President shall set forth in the notification 8

a detailed justification for his determination, including a 9

description of the emergency circumstances which neces-10

sitate the immediate issuance of the letter of offer and 11

a discussion of the national security interests involved. 12

SEC. 102. USE OF DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE LEASE AU-13

THORITY AND SPECIAL DEFENSE ACQUISI-14

TION FUND TO SUPPORT UKRAINE. 15

(a) USE OF SPECIAL DEFENSE ACQUISITION 16

FUND.—The Secretary of Defense, in consultation with 17

the Secretary of State, may utilize, to the maximum extent 18

possible, the Special Defense Acquisition Fund established 19

under section 51 of the Arms Export Control Act (22 20

U.S.C. 2795) to expedite the procurement and delivery of 21

defense articles and defense services for the purpose of 22

assisting and supporting the armed forces of Ukraine. 23

(b) USE OF LEASE AUTHORITY.—The Secretary of 24

Defense, in consultation with the Secretary of State, may 25
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utilize, to the maximum extent possible, its lease author-1

ity, including with respect to no-cost leases, to provide de-2

fense articles to Ukraine for the purpose of assisting and 3

supporting the armed forces of Ukraine. 4

SEC. 103. PRESIDENTIAL DRAWDOWN AUTHORITY. 5

(a) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding any other provi-6

sion of law, out of amounts in the Treasury not otherwise 7

appropriated, $400,000,000 shall be available in the draw-8

down authority under section 506(a)(1) of the Foreign As-9

sistance Act (22 U.S.C. 2318(a)) for fiscal year 2022. 10

(b) PRIORITY.—The Secretary of Defense shall direct 11

the military services to make available equipment under 12

this authority to the maximum extent possible. 13

SEC. 104. FOREIGN MILITARY FINANCING FOR UKRAINE. 14

(a) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Con-15

gress that— 16

(1) the provision of security assistance to 17

Ukraine is one of the most efficient and effective 18

mechanisms for supporting Ukraine and ensuring 19

that it can defend against aggression by the Russian 20

Federation; 21

(2) in light of the military build-up by the Gov-22

ernment of the Russian Federation, the United 23

States, working with allies and partners, should 24

work to expedite the provision of defense articles 25
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and other security assistance to Ukraine and 1

prioritize and facilitate assistance to respond to the 2

most urgent defense needs of the armed forces of 3

Ukraine; and 4

(3) the United States should ensure adequate 5

planning for maintenance for any equipment pro-6

vided to Ukraine. 7

(b) EMERGENCY APPROPRIATION.— 8

(1) IN GENERAL.—There is appropriated, out 9

of any money in the Treasury not otherwise appro-10

priated, $250,000,000 to the Secretary of State for 11

fiscal year 2022 for Foreign Military Financing as-12

sistance to Ukraine. Of the amount so appropriated, 13

not less than $100,000,000 shall be used for the 14

purpose of providing lethal assistance, including ef-15

forts to meet Ukraine’s priority defense needs in-16

cluding air defense, anti-ship, and anti-armor capa-17

bilities, as well as non-standard munitions and am-18

munition compatible with existing Ukrainian sys-19

tems. 20

(2) EMERGENCY DESIGNATION.— 21

(A) IN GENERAL.—The amounts provided 22

under paragraph (1) are designated as an emer-23

gency requirement pursuant to section 4(g) of 24
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the Statutory Pay-As-You-Go Act of 2010 (2 1

U.S.C. 933(g)). 2

(B) DESIGNATION IN HOUSE AND SEN-3

ATE.—This subsection is designated as an 4

emergency requirement pursuant to subsections 5

(a) and (b) of section 4001 of S. Con. Res. 14 6

(117th Congress), the concurrent resolution on 7

the budget for fiscal year 2022. 8

(c) AUTHORIZATION OF ADDITIONAL EMERGENCY 9

SUPPLEMENTAL APPROPRIATIONS.—There is authorized 10

to be appropriated, in addition to amount appropriated by 11

subsection (b), $250,000,000 as an authorization of emer-12

gency supplemental appropriations for the Department of 13

State for Foreign Military Financing assistance for fiscal 14

year 2022. If $250,000,000 is not appropriated in fiscal 15

year 2022, the remaining balance is authorized to be ap-16

propriated in subsequent fiscal years in accordance with 17

Foreign Military Finance budget procedures. 18

(d) NOTICE TO CONGRESS.—Not later than 15 days 19

before providing assistance or support pursuant to this 20

section, the Secretary of State shall submit to the appro-21

priate congressional committees, the Committee on Appro-22

priations of the Senate, and the Committee on Appropria-23

tions of the House of Representatives a notification con-24

taining the following: 25
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(1) A detailed description of the assistance or 1

support to be provided, including— 2

(A) the objectives of such assistance or 3

support; 4

(B) the budget for such assistance or sup-5

port; and 6

(C) the expected or estimated timeline for 7

delivery of such assistance or support. 8

(2) A description of such other matters as the 9

Secretary considers appropriate. 10

(e) AUTHORITY TO PROVIDE LETHAL ASSISTANCE.— 11

The Secretary of State is authorized to provide lethal as-12

sistance under this section, including anti-armor weapon 13

systems, mortars, crew-served weapons and ammunition, 14

grenade launchers and ammunition, anti-tank weapons 15

systems, anti-ship weapons systems, anti-aircraft weapons 16

systems, and small arms and ammunition. 17

SEC. 105. AUTHORITY TO PROVIDE ASSISTANCE FOR THE 18

DEFENSE OF UKRAINE. 19

(a) STATEMENT OF POLICY.—In the event of an in-20

vasion of Ukraine by the Government of the Russian Fed-21

eration, it is in the interests of the United States to con-22

tinue to support the Ukrainian people in their resistance 23

against Russian occupation, control, or attack. 24
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(b) ESTABLISHMENT OF UKRAINE RESISTANCE 1

FUND.—Upon an affirmative determination under 321, 2

there is established a Ukraine Resistance Fund composed 3

of both Department of Defense and Department of State 4

assistance programs as outlined in subsections (c)(1) and 5

(c)(2). 6

(c) IMPLEMENTATION.— 7

(1) DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE POST-INVASION 8

ASSISTANCE TO UKRAINE.— 9

(A) AUTHORITY.—Upon an affirmative de-10

termination under section 321, the Secretary of 11

Defense, in coordination with the Secretary of 12

State, is authorized through fiscal year 2023 to 13

provide assistance, including training, lethal 14

and non-lethal equipment, supplies, and 15

sustainment to the security forces of the Gov-16

ernment of Ukraine and appropriately vetted 17

Ukrainian groups and individuals for the pur-18

pose of defending the Ukrainian people and the 19

territorial integrity of Ukraine from attacks by 20

the Russian Federation. 21

(B) REQUIREMENT FOR PLAN.—The Sec-22

retary of Defense, in coordination with the Sec-23

retary of State, shall submit to the appropriate 24

congressional committees not later than 15 days 25
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before providing assistance for the first time 1

under this paragraph a plan for providing such 2

assistance and an identification of the objectives 3

of such assistance, a description of the process 4

to be used to determine recipients of such as-5

sistance, and a description of the mechanisms 6

and procedures that will be used to monitor the 7

provision of assistance. 8

(C) QUARTERLY PROGRESS REPORT.—Not 9

later than 90 days after exercising the authority 10

under subparagraph (A), and every 90 days 11

thereafter, the Secretary of Defense, in coordi-12

nation with the Secretary of State, shall submit 13

to the appropriate committees of Congress a 14

progress report on assistance provided under 15

such subsection. 16

(D) AUTHORITY TO ACCEPT CONTRIBU-17

TIONS.—The Secretary of Defense may accept 18

and retain contributions, including assistance 19

in-kind, from foreign governments to provide 20

assistance as authorized by this section. Any 21

funds so accepted by the Secretaries shall be 22

credited to appropriations for the appropriate 23

operation and maintenance accounts. 24
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(E) AUTHORIZATION OF EMERGENCY SUP-1

PLEMENTAL APPROPRIATIONS.—There is au-2

thorized to be appropriated $250,000,000 for 3

each of fiscal years 2022 and 2023 for the De-4

partment of Defense for Operation and Mainte-5

nance for carrying out activities under subpara-6

graph (A). 7

(2) EMERGENCY SUPPLEMENTAL APPROPRIA-8

TIONS FOR STATE DEPARTMENT EFFORTS IN SUP-9

PORT OF UKRAINIAN RESISTANCE.— 10

(A) AUTHORITY.—Upon an affirmative de-11

termination under section 321, the funds de-12

scribed in subsection (D) shall be made avail-13

able to the Secretary of State for the Ukraine 14

Resistance Fund to support Ukrainian resist-15

ance against Russian efforts to occupy or sub-16

due territory under the authority of the inter-17

nationally recognized Government of Ukraine. 18

(B) PLAN FOR IMPLEMENTATION.—The 19

Secretary of State shall submit to the appro-20

priate congressional committees not later than 21

15 days before providing assistance for the first 22

time under subparagraph (A) a plan for pro-23

viding such assistance and an identification of 24

the objectives of such assistance, a description 25
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of the process to be used to determine recipi-1

ents of such assistance, and a description of the 2

mechanisms and procedures that will be used to 3

monitor the provision of assistance. 4

(C) QUARTERLY PROGRESS REPORT.—Not 5

later than 90 days after exercising the authority 6

under subparagraph (A), and every 90 days 7

thereafter, the Secretary of State shall submit 8

to the appropriate committees of Congress, a 9

progress report on assistance provided under 10

such subsection. 11

(D) EMERGENCY APPROPRIATIONS.— 12

(i) APPROPRIATIONS.—There is ap-13

propriated, out of any money in the Treas-14

ury not otherwise appropriated, 15

$220,000,000 to the Secretary of State for 16

fiscal year 2022 for efforts to support 17

Ukrainian resistance against Russian ef-18

forts to occupy or subdue territory under 19

the authority of the internationally recog-20

nized Government of Ukraine, to remain 21

available until expended.

(4) describe any gaps in oversight or enforce-17

ment challenges to combatting abuse of or improper 18

(5) include an assessment of whether any 22

changes to the exemption under section 3(h) of the 23

Foreign Agents Registration Act of 1938, as amend-24

by the Government of the Russian Federation or en-2

tities under the control or influence of the Govern-3

ment of the Russian Federation.

(c) REPORTING PERIOD.—For purposes of a report 5

required under subsection (a), the report shall cover— 6

(1) in the case of the initial report, calendar 7

quarter of the calendar year preceding the report. 11

Subtitle D—General Provisions 12

SEC. 351. SANCTIONS DESCRIBED. 13

The sanctions to be imposed with respect to a foreign 14

person under this title are the following: 15

(1) PROPERTY BLOCKING.—The President shall 16

exercise all of the powers granted by the Inter-17

national Emergency Economic Powers Act (50 18

U.S.C. 1701 et seq.) to the extent necessary to block 19

and prohibit all transactions in all property and in-20

terests in property of the foreign person if such 21

property and interests in property are in the United 22

States, come within the United States, or are or 23

come within the possession or control of a United 24

States person. 25
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(2) RESTRICTIONS ON CORRESPONDENT AND 1

PAYABLE-THROUGH ACCOUNTS.—In the case of a 2

foreign financial institution, the President shall pro-3

hibit the opening, and prohibit or impose strict con-4

ditions on the maintaining, in the United States of 5

a correspondent account or a payable-through ac-6

count by the foreign financial institution. 7

(3) ALIENS INADMISSIBLE FOR VISAS, ADMIS-8

SION, OR PAROLE.— 9

(A) VISAS, ADMISSION, OR PAROLE.—In 10

the case of an alien, the alien is— 11

(i) inadmissible to the United States; 12

(ii) ineligible to receive a visa or other 13

documentation to enter the United States; 14

and 15

(iii) otherwise ineligible to be admitted 16

or paroled into the United States or to re-17

ceive any other benefit under the Immigra-18

tion and Nationality Act (8 U.S.C. 1101 et 19

seq.). 20

(B) CURRENT VISAS REVOKED.— 21

(i) IN GENERAL.—The visa or other 22

entry documentation of an alien described 23

in subparagraph (A) shall be revoked, re-24
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gardless of when such visa or other entry 1

documentation is or was issued. 2

(ii) IMMEDIATE EFFECT.—A revoca-3

tion under clause (i) shall— 4

(I) take effect immediately; and 5

(II) automatically cancel any 6

other valid visa or entry documenta-7

tion that is in the alien’s possession 8

SEC. 352. IMPLEMENTATION; REGULATIONS; PENALTIES. 9

(a) IMPLEMENTATION.—The President may exercise 10

all authorities provided to the President under sections 11

203 and 205 of the International Emergency Economic 12

Powers Act (50 U.S.C. 1702 and 1704) to carry out this 13

title. 14

(b) REGULATIONS.—The President shall issue such 15

regulations, licenses, and orders as are necessary to carry 16

out this title. 17

(c) PENALTIES.—A person that violates, attempts to 18

violate, conspires to violate, or causes a violation of this 19

title or any regulation, license, or order issued to carry 20

out this title shall be subject to the penalties set forth in 21

subsections (b) and (c) of section 206 of the International 22

Emergency Economic Powers Act (50 U.S.C. 1705) to the 23

same extent as a person that commits an unlawful act de-24

scribed in subsection (a) of that section. 25
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SEC. 353. EXCEPTIONS; WAIVER. 1

(a) EXCEPTIONS.— 2

(1) EXCEPTION FOR INTELLIGENCE ACTIVI-3

TIES.—This title shall not apply with respect to ac-4

tivities subject to the reporting requirements under 5

title V of the National Security Act of 1947 (50 6

U.S.C. 3091 et seq.) or any authorized intelligence 7

activities of the United States. 8

(2) EXCEPTION FOR COMPLIANCE WITH INTER-9

NATIONAL OBLIGATIONS AND LAW ENFORCEMENT 10

ACTIVITIES.—Sanctions under this title shall not 11

apply with respect to an alien if admitting or parol-12

ing the alien into the United States is necessary— 13

(A) to permit the United States to comply 14

with the Agreement regarding the Head-15

quarters of the United Nations, signed at Lake 16

Success on June 26, 1947, and entered into 17

force November 21, 1947, between the United 18

Nations and the United States, or other appli-19

cable international obligations of the United 20

States; or 21

(B) to carry out or assist law enforcement 22

activity in the United States. 23

(3) HUMANITARIAN EXCEPTION.—Sanctions 24

under this title shall not apply with respect to any 25

person for conducting or facilitating a transaction 26
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for the provision (including any sale) of agricultural 1

commodities, food, medicine, or medical devices to 2

the Russian Federation. 3

(b) NATIONAL SECURITY WAIVER.—The President 4

may waive the imposition of sanctions under this title with 5

respect to a person if the President— 6

(1) determines that such a waiver is in the na-7

tional security interests of the United States; and 8

(2) submits to the appropriate committees of 9

Congress a notification of the waiver and the rea-10

sons for the waiver. 11

SEC. 354. TERMINATION. 12

The President may terminate the sanctions imposed 13

under this title after determining and certifying to the ap-14

propriate committees of Congress that the Government of 15

the Russian Federation has— 16

(1) verifiably withdrawn all of its forces from 17

all territory of Ukraine that was not occupied or 18

subject to control by forces or proxies of the Govern-19

ment of the Russian Federation before December 1, 20

2021; 21

(2) ceased supporting proxies in such territory; 22

and 23

(3) entered into an agreed settlement with a le-24

gitimate democratic government of Ukraine. 25

TITLE IV—HUMANITARIAN 1

ASSISTANCE TO UKRAINE 2

SEC. 401. HUMANITARIAN ASSISTANCE TO UKRAINE. 3

(a) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Con-4

gress that the United States Government, in coordination 5

with international organizations, other donors, and local 6

partners, must be prepared to launch an immediate and 7

targeted humanitarian response to avert disaster in the 8

event of a Russian invasion into Ukraine. 9

(b) ASSISTANCE DESCRIBED.— 10

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of State and 11

the Administrator of the United States Agency for 12

International Development, consistent with the au-13

thorities under chapters 1 and 9 of part I of the 14

Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 (22 U.S.C. 2151 et 15

seq., 22 U.S.C. 2292 et seq.), shall accelerate con-16

tingency planning for an immediate humanitarian 17

response to a Russian invasion into Ukraine, includ-18

ing, as practicable and appropriate, support for— 19

(A) the prepositioning of food and non- 20

food humanitarian commodities; 21

(B) the recruitment of staff and enabling 22

mechanisms for disaster assistance response 23

teams; 24
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(C) medical support for civilian casualties 1

of conflict; 2

(D) assistance for internally displaced per-3

sons and the communities hosting them; 4

(E) the adaptation and expansion of tran-5

sition initiatives that promote stabilization and 6

early recovery; and 7

(F) protection services for humanitarian 8

actors and civil society organizations working to 9

address humanitarian needs and build resilience 10

to Russian aggression. 11

(c) CONGRESSIONAL BRIEFING.—Not later than 5 12

days after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Sec-13

retary of State and Administrator of the United States 14

Agency for International Development shall brief the ap-15

propriate congressional committees on the comprehensive 16

United States Government strategy to avert a humani-17

tarian catastrophe in Ukraine. 18

SEC. 402. LIMITATIONS ON HUMANITARIAN ASSISTANCE. 19

(a) LIMITATION.—None of the funds authorized to 20

be appropriated or otherwise made available by this Act 21

may be made available for assistance for the Government 22

of the Russian Federation. 23

(b) ANNEXATION OF CRIMEA.— 24

(1) PROHIBITION.— 25
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(A) IN GENERAL.—None of the funds au-1

thorized to be appropriated or otherwise made 2

available by this Act may be made available for 3

assistance for the central government of a coun-4

try that the Secretary of State determines and 5

reports to the Committees on Foreign Relations 6

and Appropriations of the Senate and the Com-7

mittees on Foreign Affairs and Appropriations 8

of the House of Representatives has taken af-9

firmative steps intended to support or be sup-10

portive of the Russian Federation annexation of 11

Crimea or any other territory in Ukraine. 12

(B) WAIVER.—The Secretary may waive 13

the restriction on assistance under subpara-14

graph (A) if the Secretary determines and re-15

ports to the committees described in such sub-16

paragraph that the waiver is in the national se-17

curity interest of the United States, and in-18

cludes a justification for such interest. 19

(2) LIMITATION.—None of the funds authorized 20

to be appropriated or otherwise made available by 21

this Act may be made available for— 22

(A) the implementation of any action or 23

policy that recognizes the sovereignty of the 24
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Russian Federation over Crimea or any other 1

territory in Ukraine; 2

(B) the facilitation, financing, or guarantee 3

of United States Government investments in 4

Crimea or other territory in Ukraine under the 5

control of the Government of the Russian Fed-6

eration or Russian-backed separatists, if such 7

activity includes the participation of officials of 8

the Government of the Russian Federation or 9

other Russian-owned or -controlled financial en-10

tities; or 11

(C) assistance for Crimea or other terri-12

tory in Ukraine under the control of the Gov-13

ernment of the Russian Federation or Russian- 14

backed separatists, if such assistance includes 15

the participation of Russian Government offi-16

cials of the Government of the Russian Federa-17

tion or other Russian-owned or -controlled fi-18

nancial entities. 19

(3) INTERNATIONAL FINANCIAL INSTITU-20

TIONS.—The Secretary of the Treasury shall in-21

struct the United States executive directors of each 22

international financial institution to use the voice 23

and vote of the United States to oppose any assist-24

ance by such institution (including any loan, credit, 25
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or guarantee) for any program that violates the sov-1

ereignty or territorial integrity of Ukraine. 2

(4) DURATION.—The requirements and limita-3

tions of this subsection shall cease to be in effect if 4

the President certifies to the Committee on Foreign 5

Relations and the Committee on Appropriations of 6

the Senate and the Committee on Foreign Affairs 7

and the Committee on Appropriations of the House 8

of Representatives that the Government of Ukraine 9

has reestablished sovereignty over Crimea and other 10

territory in Ukraine under the control of the Govern-11

ment of the Russian Federation or Russian-backed 12

separatists and the Government of the Russian Fed-13

eration has returned to their garrisons all troops 14

currently on the internationally recognized border of 15

Ukraine as of February 1, 2022. 16

TITLE V—GENERAL PROVISIONS 17

SEC. 501. SUNSET. 18

The provisions of titles I, II, and IV shall terminate 19

on the date that is 5 years after the date of the enactment 20

of this Act. 21

SEC. 502. EXCEPTION RELATING TO IMPORTATION OF 22

GOODS. 23

(a) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding any other provi-24

sion of this Act, the authority or a requirement to impose 25
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sanctions under this Act shall not include the authority 1

or a requirement to impose sanctions on the importation 2

of goods. 3

(b) GOOD DEFINED.—In this section, the term 4

‘‘good’’ means any article, natural or manmade substance, 5

material, supply, or manufactured product, including in-6

spection and test equipment, and excluding technical data. 7

SEC. 503. PROHIBITION OF FUNDS. 8

No funds appropriated or authorized to be appro-9

priated in this Act may be used to support— 10

(1) any entity occupying the seat of government 11

in Ukraine which is not internationally recognized as 12

the legitimate government of Ukraine; or 13

(2) any entity under the direct control of the 14

Government of the Russian Federation. 15
